Now that you have completed you're A.A.S. degree, maybe you are looking to continue your education. You can
complete your B.S. degree in Construction Management from MSU Moorhead.

To earn your B.S degree, you need to complete the remaining General Education Requirements and the Construction
Management Core Curriculum. The General Education requirements can be satisfied by completing the MSU
Moorhead Liberal Arts and Sciences Curriculum (LASC) or by completing the Minnesota Transfer Curriculum
(MNTC). The number of credits needed to complete the LASC requirements will vary on an individual student basis,
depending on how many general education credits you have completed to date. You will also need to complete the
Construction Management core curriculum from MSUM, as detailed below. The approximate number of additional
credits needed to complete the B.S. degree in CM is 82 credits, but may be less depending on your academic record.
