This courseis an advanced course for Graphic & Interactive Design mgjors with aDigital Design &

and organizational skillsin putting together a professional proposal that will be used in the creation of
their project for the Senior Showcase. This proposal will serve as the framework for the weekly
development and critiques that will take place the following semester in GID 492B and must include
detailed descriptions, specifications, timelines, and budgets.
